The move to Google Cloud has also enabled the college to advance its Al initiatives. Barton Buddy, a student
support agent, and Barton Al, a tool for staff, now run within a unified and secure ecosystem that supports
further development. The migration has supported the college’s expectations for a modern and unified
environment following their cloud-first approach.

“SoftwareOne instilled enormous confidence,” Loveday said. “They had the technical capabilities to do the
work quickly and well. That was the promise they made, and that was absolutely what they delivered.”

The college has also signed a five-year managed services agreement with SoftwareOne. This allows internal
teams to focus on student needs during critical periods, while ensuring the availability and reliability of core
systems.

Since the migration, Barton Peveril has reported greater efficiency, stronger cost control, improved security
and a more sustainable digital environment. The partnership supports ongoing plans for data and analytics,
including future work with Google Cloud’s BigQuery and Looker.
